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INTRODUCTION 
 
Rapid Rabbit Auto Dialer  (software) uses Speedy Dialer  (an external single line 
telephone device) to automatically make telephone calls to deliver your pre-recorded 
information, reminders, and alerts.  If a live person answers, it will deliver your message 
rapidly.  If an answering machine or voice mail answers, it waits until the greeting has 
played, then delivers your message.  If there is no answer or the line is busy, it can try 
again later.   
 
This User Guide  provides step-by-step instructions  how to install and operate your 
Rapid Rabbit Auto Dialer using Speedy Dialer .  If you encounter any difficulties 
installing or operating your system, our Technical Support team is available for training 
and help with any technical issues.  Be sure to put your plastic card How To Get Help  
(with your Customer # ) in a convenient place.

Step 1 - Install  Rapid Rabbit Auto Dialer Software : Insert the CD (label side up) into your 
CD-Rom drive as shown above.  Click either Windows XP or Vista (Vista Basic  is not compatible).   
Operating System Note: You may use Windows XP Home or XP Pro or Vista, but if using Vista (Home 
Premium, Business, or Ultimate) or if using a Dell computer, you must turn off the User Account controls 
before installing the software, and it must remain off while this software is in use.  To turn off the User 
Controls, go to the Start Menu, click on Control Panel, then select User Accounts, then click on Turn User 
Account Control On or Off. Uncheck the box that says Use User Account Control (UAC) to help protect 
your computer. Then reboot the computer.

Audio Cables Connection: 
On the back of the Speedy Dialer, insert the pink plug on one end of the audio cable 
into the jack labeled “Computer Out” and insert the green plug into the jack labeled 
“Computer In”. 

 B. On the back of the computer, insert the pink plug on the other end of the audio cable 
into the sound card jack labeled “Mic In” (jack may be colored pink) and insert the 
green plug into the jack for your external speaker (jack may be colored green).  (You 
may have to unplug the existing cable for your external PC speakers.  If you wish to 
continue using the external PC speakers, see “Optional” below.)  Note – some 
computers have the sound card inputs on the front of the computer instead of the 
back of the computer.

If you encounter Com Port problems: (if no problems, skip to Step 1D)   
 

 
If you are still getting an error: 

 
USB Cable: Click the yellow button labeled Com Port Problem?  This will open the 
device manager.  Double-click the Ports (Com & LPT) .  Look for the line that shows 
Prolific USB to Serial .  The Com Port number that is used is to the right and this is the 
Com Port that device will use.  If the Prolific device is not listed, the USB drivers did not 
load.  To load the drivers, unplug the USB cable from the computer and close the 
software.  Open My Computer , Local Disk C , and then double click the Speedy Auto  

Choose Com Port: First, click the yellow box to check the com port.  Click on this button, 
then to select the Com Port that the Speedy Dialer will use to communicate with your computer, use 
the up and down arrows on the number box.  Click one of the numbers in the box (it will be highlighted 
in blue).  If you are using a Serial connection, in most cases you will be using Com Port 1 or Com Port 
2.  If using a USB connection, no Com Port is more likely to work than another, so you may have to 
experiment.  
 

Test Com Port  
Click the Test Com Port  button.  If this is the correct Com Port, you will see a message that reads:   
“OK–Speedy Dialer will use this Com Port”.  If you get an error, choose the next Com Port (as 
described in Step 1B) and test it until you get the “OK” message. 
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folder.  Then open the Help folder.  Double click the file usb_to_serial.exe  to run the 
file.  This will install the USB drivers on your computer.  Once it is done installing, restart 
the computer.  When the computer is finished booting up, plug the USB cable into your 
computer.  If the drivers installed properly, a Windows message will appear in the lower 
right corner. Click that window and let Windows find the proper setting for the device.  If 
the Windows notification does not appear, unplug the USB cable from the current USB 
port and plug it into another USB port on your computer.  There may be a conflict with 
another USB device on your computer, which will require you to disconnect the other 
USB devices and then try to install the USB cable. 
Another tool available to find the Com Port is to use the SDAutoTest  program.  Close 
the software and then go to My Computer , Local Disk C , and then double click the 
Speedy Auto  folder.  The next step is to open the Help folder and double click the file 
SDAutoTest.exe .  Once opened, the SDAutoTest  will automatically start finding the 
proper Com Port.  If the program does not find the Com Port, click the Find Port button 
in the upper left corner.  Once the Com Port has been located, close that window and 
click the Step D: Test Dial Tone  button.  Once you click the button, look at the front of 
the Speedy Dialer and make sure the Ph Off Hook  light is on.  It should stay on for 
several seconds and then go off.  If the user has the headset on, a dial tone should be 
heard through the headset. 
 
Com Port Problems with Dell  computers: 
 

If you have a problem with your Dell Computer recognizing your Prolific Serial  to USB 
Device,  follow these steps:  
Step 1:  Unplug the USB cable from the computer. 
Step 2:  Download and install the following file: 
http://www.tellacom.com/downloads/Dell_UsbReg.exe   (The alpha characters are case sensitive.) 

This file is very small and installs very quickly.  When the file finishes installing, you will 
be returned to your desktop. 
Step 3:  Insert the Serial to USB cable into an available USB port (preferably a USB Port 
at the back, rather than the front of the computer).  Once the Serial to USB cable is 
attached, Microsoft Windows  will pop-up a bubble stating “Windows has found new 
hardware”.   
Step 4:  Click that pop-up and let Windows  find the Prolific Serial to USB Device .  If 
the computer does not pop-up a window, put the Serial to USB cable into another USB 
port on the computer, until you get the "Windows has found new hardware" message.   
 
If after trying everything described here, you still cannot get a Com Port to work, please 
contact Technical Support.  We will be glad to help you.  Computers can be tricky!

Test Dial Tone  
Put on your headset, then click the Test Dial Tone  button to determine if you are getting a dial tone 
through your Speedy Dialer.  If yes, you can continue to Step 2 – Sound Settings .  If no dial tone is 
heard, make sure everything is plugged in properly.  If still no dial tone, remove the telephone line 
from the Speedy Dialer and test that line with a standard telephone to make sure the line is working 
properly. 
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Step 2 – Sound Settings 
 
The Windows  volume controls on the left will vary with each computer, especially going 
from a laptop to a desktop computer. The settings in this guide will cover many 
computers, but the settings will vary from one computer to another, depending on the 
type of sound card in each computer.   
 
 
 
 
 

 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

Attention Vista users: 
 

The Audio Controls  must be open while the software is operating.  To do this: 
1) Right click on the speaker icon in the system tray (lower right corner of your 

screen, next to the clock). 
2) Select Open Volume Mixer . 
3) Verify that it is not muted  (Vista often automatically mutes the Audio Controls of 

new software). 
Note: You may need to perform this each time you record because Vista may reset 
to Mute. 

 
Sound Setting Problems with Dell Computers: 
 

If you have a problem with Sound  with a Dell Desktop or Laptop computer, follow these 
steps: 
Click Start , Control Panel , Sound  and Audio Devices .   
Make sure your speaker settings are set to stereo headphones.   
Click Audio : Sound Playback  and Sound Recording  need to be set to your com-
puter's sound card.

Speedy Dialer Sound Settings : (Technical Support may need to 
assist you with this.)  Click the Mute Spkr  (Speaker) and the Mute Mic  
(Microphone) buttons on the right side to set both values to “0”.  (This has to 
be done once to set a “baseline” value for the Speedy Dialer volumes).  Then 
click the + button for the Spkr  to raise the speaker volume to “12”, and then 
do the same for the “Mic” , but raise it to “6”. 

Volume:  (The settings displayed below are standard factory default settings.) You may need to 
change them as follows: On the Computer Sound Card Settings, the Master  volume  should usually be 
less than 5%, while the Wave volume should be about 80%, and the Microphone  volume should be 
about 5%.

To lower or raise the microphone volume for recording,  
adjust the MIC volume on Step 2 – Sound Settings as needed. 

 

To lower or raise the sound volume  when you listen to your 
recording, adjust the WAVE volume on Step 2 – Sound Settings. 

 

No Answer/Busy Retrys :  This is the number of attempts that the Speedy Dialer will make to 
call each telephone number in order to get a live person or an answering machine.  Example: If the 
number 2 is selected, the dialer will make 2 attempts to reach a live person or answering machine 
response.  If “no answer” or “busy” are the result of the first attempt, it will try again after all the other 
calls on the list have been attempted.  
 

Ring s To Answer:  Select how many rings the Speedy Dialer will hear before hanging up and 
going to the next telephone number in the list.  It is recommended to select this to the highest settings 
in order to reach most answering machines and voice mail systems.

Rapid Rabbit Auto Dialer software uses Speedy Dialer hardware to make telephone 
calls to deliver your pre-recorded messages.  If a live person answers, it will deliver your 
message rapidly, along with a variety of choices for the person called.  If an answering 
machine answers, it will wait until the greeting has played, then deliver your pre-
recorded message.  If there is no answer or the telephone line is busy, it can try again 
later. 
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Rapid Rabbit Auto Dialer Operation 
 
There are three primary steps to set up a dialing session: 
 
 1) WHO do you want to call?   (Select or import a list of phone numbers.) 
 2) WHAT recorded message do you want to play?   (Select or record a  
                message to be played to the called parties.) 
           3) WHEN do you want to call?   (Choose to Dial Now or set a Timer.)  
 

The details of performing the above tasks are below and on the following pages: 
 

Call a List  tab - Click this tab and follow Steps 1, 2, and 3.  (Note: Steps 2 and 3 will 
not appear until you have selected a list of telephone numbers to call in Step 1.) 
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Step 1 – WHO do you want to call? 
 
Below are 3 ways to get your lists of telephone numbers to call:

1) To Create a NEW LIST of Telephone Numbers  (to import from another source) :  
     Click the “Make New Calling List ” button.  

 

List Name:  Enter 
a name for this new 
list in the window 
that pops up, then 
click OK. The new 
list name will appear 
in the window to the 
left. 
 

Sample 

Import List Now:  Double click 
the list name you have created.  
The Import List Now  screen will 
appear.  Now you will begin the 
process of importing a telephone 
list you have from another source. 
First Select the type to import  
from .  Next, Select file to import  
by clicking the Browse button.  
Once you have found the file to 
import, double-click it.  A small 
sample of the selected file will be 
displayed at the bottom of the 
screen.   
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This is now the most important part of the import process as this is where you will map 
the fields from the selected list into the appropriate fields in the dialer.  If you make a 
mistake mapping, you will have to delete the list and start the import process over. 
 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 

Choose the separator 
character (between the 
fields):  If not Comma (the most 
common separator), choose the 
appropriate separator.  Then 
Choose a string delimiter (the 
most common is ” ).  The sample 
information should be in columns 
with the same information for each 
record in the same column.  If it is 
not, choose a different separator 
character at the top of the window.  
Once the information is in the 
proper fields, click Save Setting,  
then click Next .   
 

To Map the Fields:  Click the 
target field Telephone  at the top of 
the screen and then click in the 
field at the bottom of the screen 
that contains the telephone 
numbers.  Next, click in the target 
field Contact  and then click in the 
field at the bottom of the screen 
that has the contact names.  When 
you have finished mapping these 
two fields, click Finish .  Click the 
Close/OK  button on the pop-up 
window to return to the Call A List  
tab. 
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2) To Enter Telephone Numbers Manually:    
To add telephone numbers to an existing list, click on the list name, then click a blank field 
underneath the field name TELEPHONE.  Type in a telephone number (and if you wish, a name 
under CONTACT) and use the down arrow on your keyboard to move to the next record (do not 
click the Enter  key).  See Alternative below. 

3) To Select  Existing Lists of Telephone Numbers:   
    Click the list name in the window to the left.  The top of the screen will fill in with the contact     
    names and telephone numbers contained in the list.   

Alternative:  If you want to create a NEW list with only telephone numbers that you enter 
manually, first click the “Make New Calling List ” button.  Type in a new list name, click on that 
name to select it, then begin typing the telephone numbers under the TELEPHONE field. 
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Pre-Dial Prefix 
The Pre-Dial Prefix is used to dial a sequence of numbers (for many different reasons) 
before each telephone number is dialed.  The most common use of the Pre-Dial Prefix 
is to place the number “1” in front of the phone number in order to dial a long distance 
phone number.  This is much easier than editing each phone number to add “1”.  
Another use of the Pre-Dial Prefix is to get an outside phone line if dialing through a 
PBX phone system.  Dialing “9” first is a common requirement for PBX phone systems.  
If you do need to place a “9” in the Pre-Dial Prefix, you will probably need to add 1 or 2 
commas  (“,”) after the “9”.  Example:  “9,”.  Each comma pauses the dialing about 1 
second after dialing the “9” to give the PBX time to get a dial tone.      
 

Local vs. Long Distance Phone Numbers 
The phone numbers that will be imported into Rapid Rabbit must be in the same dialing 
format.  For example your list should have all local or all long distance phone numbers.  
Do not mix local and long distance phone numbers in a single phone list.  The Rabbit 
has the ability by using the Pre-Dial Prefix box to add “1” to all phone numbers, but this 
is a global option, meaning it will add “1” to the front of all phone numbers.  Edit your 
phone list before importing into the Rapid Rabbit Auto Dialer. 
 

Do Not Call 
The Rapid Rabbit is a basic single line dialer that does not have any type of Do Not Call 
list management or automatic removal features.  If planning to use this unit as a 
telemarketing tool, you will need to remove telephone numbers that are on the Do Not 
Call list using another program and then import that list into the Rapid Rabbit dialer.   
 

Important Note:  One of the ending messages does have an option for the person called to press the “9” 
key on their telephone to request not to be called again.  The system operator will then need to delete 
those numbers manually from any dialing lists.

(When using the 
Cheetah Power Dialer 
software that also works 
with Speedy Dialer, the 
microphone headset is 
plugged into the front of 
the Speedy Dialer.)

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HINT: When you click Record , do not pause before starting your message as the called party may hear 
“dead air” and hang up before your message starts. 
 
Unable To Record A Message? 
 
If you are unable to record a message on the Recording Studio  tab, verify that the cables are connected 
correctly to the sound card on the computer, per the instructions in the Installation section.  Also, make 
sure that the microphone is not muted.

Step 2: Record a Message:  When a new list name is created, a .wav  file (voice recording) name is 
created to match the phone list name.  Double-click the .wav  file name that matches the phone list 
selected in Step 1 in the window to the left.  It should be highlighted in blue and displayed in the selection 
file on the right.  The name of the .wav  file will be displayed in the “Message Selected ” window under 
Step 2 of this tab.   

To Begin Recording : Get 
your microphone and click the 
“Record ” button on the 
screen. When you are finished 
recording your message, click 
Stop .  To listen to the .wav 
file, click the Play button.  If 
you need to change the .wav 
file, just click the “Record ” 
button again and re-record the 
message. If your recording 
volume is low, adjust the Mic. 
volume  before recording the 
file.  Go to the Speedy Setup  
tab and raise the Windows 
Mic. Volume  on the left side 
(but do not raise above 98%).  
Once done, you must calibrate 
the Speedy Dialer volume by 
clicking the Mute Mic  button 
and then by clicking the + 
button until the number is at 
10.   
When finished recording, click 
the button “Important -  Click 
here when finished playing 
or recording ”.  If you want to 
delete a .wav  file, select the 
file name and click the Delete  
button.

Step 3: Optional Ending Messages:  On the Call A List  tab Step 2: W HAT recorded 
message do you want to play?  see the optional 3 different Ending Messages  to play after the main 
message.

      The Repeat  message asks the called party to press the “1” key on their touchtone phone to  
      repeat the message.  
      The Confirm  message asks the called party to press the “2” key on their touchtone phone to  
      confirm that they have received the message.

Re-Recording Ending Messages:  These .wav  files have been pre-recorded for you.  To hear 
them, located in the .wav file  window on the left, click on the name of one of them, such as 
Sys_Confirm.wav , then click on the green Play button.  The name of the file will be displayed in the 
message selected window.  For example, you could change it as follows: “If you want someone to call 
you, press 2.”  Click the red Rec (Record) button and make your new recording which will replace the 
original recording.  To reset these files back to the default, click the Reset to original  button next to 
the appropriate message at the bottom of the Recording Studio  tab.  NOTE: None of the Ending 
Messages  play if an answering machine answers because each ending message requires a person 
to press a key on their touchtone telephone to respond. 
 

Message Storage:  The messages are stored on your hard drive 
and may be found as follows: 
Go to your C: Drive, Click on the Speedy Auto  folder, Click on the 
Messages  folder. 
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SPECIAL NOTE: “HOW AN AUTO DIALER WORKS”: 

 

An Auto Dialer uses hardware and software to dial a telephone number, then “listens” to 
see what happens.  If it “hears” a busy signal or no answer, it hangs up and dials the 
next number.  If it “hears” a brief burst of sound or voice (such as “Hello”), it assumes a 
person has answered the telephone and promptly plays the “live person ” message 
(with any Ending Messages  you may have selected).  If an Auto Dialer hears a longer 
sound or voice, it waits until it “hears” no more sound or voice, then waits about 3 more 
seconds to be sure there will be no more sound or voice.  It then plays the “answering 
machine ” message.   
* In a perfect telephone environment, the auto dialer works extremely accurately; 
however, there are several different types of telephone lines, including standard analog 
lines, VoIP lines (voice over the internet), and cell phone lines.  Unfortunately VoIP and 
cell phone lines are sometimes poor quality, with noise on the line.  An Auto Dialer may 
“hear” noise or static and think it is hearing an answering machine.  Also, there are 
many ways that telephone calls are answered, including by live people, automated 
attendants, and voice mail.  For example, most people just say “Hello”, but some people 
answer with a long greeting.  Someone could also answer "Hello", but a TV is blaring in 
the background.  In these cases, an Auto Dialer may then be confused and deliver your 
answering machine message rather than the live person message.  Voice mail and cell 
phones can also confuse an Auto Dialer so that sometimes it does not deliver the 
message at the exact time it should.   Suggestion: One way to make sure your complete 
message is heard is to say your message twice while recording, so that if someone only 
hears the first part of your message, they will hear you say the full message again.

Start calling NOW : Click this option on the Call A List tab to start dialing immediately. 
 

Schedule a time to start calling:  This option allows you to select a start and stop time for the Rapid 
Rabbit to dial. The Rapid Rabbit only dials between 7AM and 9PM when this option is selected. When you 
click “Schedule a time to start calling ”, a small window will open where you can select the start and stop 
times.  First click the Start time, then drag the mouse down to the End time. The hours highlighted in red will 
be the time the Rapid Rabbit will make phone calls. The start and stop time will be displayed on Step 3. To 
change the hours, click the Schedule  option and drag your mouse over the desired times, then click the OK 
button.  Caution!!!  Make sure your computer’s clock is set to the correct time, including am vs. pm!

Call Results : Click the Calling Status  
tab to view the results of the calls.  The 
items on this tab are the contact name, 
telephone number, and the result of the 
call, along with the date and time the call 
was made.  If a live person answered, the 
call result for that record will display “Live 
answer ”.  If any type of answering system 
(such as voice mail or answering machine) 
answers the call, the record will be marked 
as “AnsMachine ”.  If the call result for a 
record displays “Sit Tones ”, your call did 
not go through as tones sent by the 
telephone company were detected.  Make 
sure that you are dialing the phone number 
in the proper format.  For example, if your 
telephone number is listed as 5555551212 
on the Calling Status  tab, but the number 
is long distance, you will need to add a 1 to 
the Predial Prefix  box under Step 1 on the 
Call A List  tab so that it can be dialed as a 
long distance number. 
 

Test Recommendation : (before starting the calling) We recommend that you make a test call to 
verify that you have selected the correct message and ending messages.  To do so, in “Step 1: WHO 
do you want to call? ”, enter your telephone number in the “Test a call ” list, then select the message 
you want to use in “Step 2: WHAT recorded message do you want to play? , then click “Now” in 
“Step 3: WHEN do you want to call? ”.  When you phone rings, just answer the call with “Hello” and 
see if you hear the proper message.  You can also test by answering as if you are an answering 
machine, “Hello, this is Tom and Mary’s home.  I’m sorry we are not home now, please leave a message 
after the beep.”  
 

View Calls:  You can view the calls as they are being made by the Rapid Rabbit.  You can see how 
many calls are to be made and which call the dialer is currently on.  You will also see the last result of 
each call. Use the buttons at the bottom of the tab to perform the following functions: 
* Pause Calling – Click here to temporarily stop dialing. 
* Resume Calling – Click here to restart the dialer. 
* Reset Busy/NoAns – Click here to allow the dialer to re-call just the busy and no answer calls.           
* Reset List  – Click here to reset the call results for the complete list.  This will clear the date and time 
fields for these calls so that the list can be called again in the future.  If you are resetting the call results 
after opening the dialer, you will have to click the Pause button first and then reset the results. 
* Reports  – The Rapid Rabbit has a basic report tool that allows you to print and save records from a 
dialing list.  When you click the “Report ” button, the Report  window will open.  Select the call results 
you wish to print from the drop-down box at the bottom of the screen, then click “Build Report ”.  Once 
the report is built, click “Save/Print Report ”.  Your report will open in Microsoft WordPad .  From 
WordPad , you can print the report or save it as a .txt  file on your computer. To clear a list and start over 
with a new list, click the “Clear”  button.
